Manufacturing


profits by producing products from raw materials or component parts then selling to consumers or sellers


Examples: car manufacturers (GM, Magna International)





Not-For-Profit Organizations


different than others because it does not make a profit


purpose is to meet specific needs of the community


Examples: charities & housing co-operatives (Aurora Food Pantry)





Retail 


profit by selling things


 buy things from a producer and sell to consumer


sometimes called distributors


Examples: most stores & catalogues (Wal-Mart)





Service


profit by carrying out activities for businesses or consumers


Examples: cleaners, cable companies, restaurants, theatres (Rogers)
